Bringing the past into the present, Legends of Flight’s highpoint is the pre-flight drama surrounding the world’s most anticipated commercial aircraft’s maiden flight – the first flight of the 787 Dreamliner. Capt. Carriker, with the audience as his co-pilot, takes the airplane skyward for the first time.
 
Beyond the technical marvel that is IMAX photography – where advanced cameras and ancillary cinematic technologies complement the storytelling abilities of large format cinema – is Legends’ innovative use of SANDDE™ (Stereoscopic Animation Drawing Device) Animation. Developed by IMAX co-founder Roman Kroitor, SANDDE enables Capt. Carriker to literally draw in space, allowing the audience to see his technical explanations illustrated on the screen. Moving in real time, the SANDDE animation adds to the audience’s understanding of sophisticated engineering and aeronautical principles. 

“Fundamental to every IMAX production is the goal of educating the audience, not merely entertaining them. SANDDE helps accomplish this and Capt. Carriker’s innate understanding of complex aeronautics allows him the opportunity to make complicated things easy to understand for any person interested in flight,” said director Stephen Low.
